 Anyone working in a church between Thanksgiving and Christmas is crushed by an endless amount of amaz-

ing foods that keep showing up. Being gluttonous, if thereõs food around, I will eat it, hungry or not. During that thirty 

day stretch I am inundated with great things to eat and by Christmas nothing even tastes good anymore. Yet, I keep 

eating. 

 So, oftentimes, I do a cleanse during January and wonõt eat anything other than basic food (no sweets or des-

serts). The first week is a piece of cake (no pun intended) because I have stores of sugar in the system to last me and 

also, when a person starts a new challenge, you have that initial excitement-energy to help. I find itõs about day ten of 

thirty that I find the hardest. Thatõs when withdrawal hits heavy and the voices start. òDude, weõre only on day ten and 

we have twenty days left. Youõre not even halfway. Is it worth it? Melanie just made another pan of bars for office staff 

and youõre going to pass those up!? Is life worth living if youõre going to be miserable? Ten days is great! Great job! 

Thatõs all you really need.ó 

 I donõt know if youõve taken on a Lenten discipline (given something up or taken something on) but day ten (of 

forty no less) is when it gets hard.  

 Above is Lutherõs Morning Prayer and itõs found in the Small Catechism. I realize the catechism is something 

weõre forced to go through during confirmation and for those of you who had to memorize it word for word Iõd guess 

maybe there are some still traumatized by that experience (one of the hardest things Iõve ever had to do). But Luther 

wrote it because he found most peopleõs theology (what they thought and believed about God and life) werenõt con-

sistent with what was in the Bible; it warps over time if weõre not up on it. So he wrote a tiny, easy-to-read book that 

families could read from so that theyõd know the basics. Iõd invite all of you to read a section every day with your fami-

lies as it was intended.  

 One common theme is that is that evil, and our sin, is constantly trying to screw up our lives and that we can-

not pull ourselves up by our bootstraps to fix it. We need God to pull up our bootstraps and protect us. Therefore, call 

on God to help in your Lenten discipline and every second of every day to protect you from evil and your sin which 

seeks to corrupt you. 

 Another theme is that we are servants of Jesus. We have died, and risen, with Jesus, and our life is no longer 

ours. A Christian realizes nothing good comes from them; that all good is from God. Therefore we dedicate our lives to 

serve Jesus. We work hard at doing what God wants instead of what we want. We give up our desires to do what God 

desires (thy will be done). This sounds awful, but oftentimes the things that God calls us to, which we feel we donõt 

want to do, are the things that bring us the most joy, even when theyõre hard.  

 Iõm fairly certain the disciplines youõve chosen are good and should be done. Pray to God to protect you from 

sin and evil and to tune out their voices. Donõt rely on your own strength because youõre not strong enough. Instead, 

constantly call on God for help with everything. That is the whole point of Lent (learning to lean on and call on God 

more often). And lastly, pay attention. Hopefully you notice that when you put your desires aside to do what God wants 

of you, that you find your life starts to steer towards being better because God is more active.  

 God bless you during this Lenten journey.
