WORLD LABYRINTH DAY IS THIS WEEKEND. There are about
350 labyrinths located in Minnesota. One of the closest ones is located at
Shalom Hill Farm. A labyrinth is meant to be a place for meditation, a
time for prayers, or spiritual renewal. Instead of walking, try taking a
pencil and follow the pathway on the insert. As you sit quietly, say a
prayer for world peace. Once in the center, take a moment to be calm.
Then retrace your pathway to the beginning.

GLOW WOMEN would like to say Thank You to those who donated
money towards shipping the quilts and care kits. On average, 13 women
gathered to quilt and make kits. After the school kit supplies were
gathered in the fall of 2025, 110 kits were assembled and sent to
Lutheran World Relief. January through April, 2026, women gathered 9
Tuesdays making 78 quilts, 35 baby care kits and 47 personal care kits
for Lutheran World Relief. Two quilts were donated to a family who
suffered a home fire, three quilts will be donated to the Shetek Lutheran
Ministries Quilt Auction in June, and several will be donated to the
Cheer Box in December. Baby Care Kits are fewer this year due to new
regulations requiring most everything in the kit to be new. Personal Care
Kits and Baby Care Kits both require new towels resulting in fewer kits
being made. Donations of new dark colored hand towels and bath towels,
size 6 month-24 month baby sleepers and t-shirts, and ivory bar soap are
always welcome.
